Liturgy of the Word

First and Second Reading
Person: This is the Word of the Lord.
All: Thanks be to God.

Priest: The Lord be with you.

All: And also with you.

Priest: A reading from the holy gospel according to (Luke, Mark, John, Mathew)
All: Glory to you, Lord.

Gospel
Priest: This is the word of the Lord.
All: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.

All: We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that
is seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally
begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten,
no made, one Being with the Father. Through him all things were made. For us men and
for our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he was born
of the Virgin Mary, and became man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;
he suffered, died and was buried. On the third day he rose again in fulfilment of the
scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will
come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end.
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and
the Son. With the Father and the Son he is worshipped and glorified. He has spoken
through the Prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic church. We
acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the
dead and the life of the world to come. Amen

Eucharistic Prayer

Priest: The Lord be with you.

All: And also with you.

Priest: Lift up your hearts.

All: We lift them up to the Lord.

Priest: Let us give thanks to the Lord, our God.
All: It is right to give him thanks and praise.

Priest: Father, it is our duty and our salvation, always and everywhere to give you thanks
through your beloved Son, Jesus Christ. He is the Word through whom you made the
universe, the Saviour you sent to redeem us. By the power of the Holy Spirit he took flesh
and was born of the Virgin Mary. For our sake he opened his arms on the cross; he put an
end to death and revealed the resurrection. In this he fulfilled you will and won for you a
holy people. And so we join the angels and the saints in proclaiming your glory as we say:

Priest: In memory of his death and resurrection, we offer you, Father, this life-giving bread,
this saving cup. We thank you for counting us worthy to stand in your presence and serve
you.

Priest: May all of us share in the body and blood of Christ be brought together in unity by
the Holy Spirit.
